The Magic of Argentina 
10 nights / 11 days 
 

 DAY 1 - BUENOS AIRES 
Upon arrival in Buenos Aires a guide will greet you at 
the airport and transfer you to your hotel. 

 
DAY 2: BUENOS AIRES 

Today you will embark on a guided city tour of Buenos Aires, known as the Paris 
of South America.  Today’s tour includes a visit to the historic Plaza de Mayo 
Square, the Casa Rosada, City Hall and the Cathedral as well as the Avenida de 
Mayo and the Avenida 9 de Julio.  
 
From here the tour continues to some of Buenos Aires’ most characteristic 
neighborhoods including La Boca, San Telmo, Palermo, and more. 

 
DAY 3: BUENOS AIRES 
Spend the day at leisure exploring Buenos Aires on your own.  In the evening you 
will experience an unforgettable dinner and tango show at a local Tango show 
house. 

 
DAY 4: BUENOS AIRES - PTO. MADRYN 
This morning you will transfer to the airport for your flight to Puerto Madryn.  
Upon arrival you will visit the Punta Tombo   Rockery, home to thousands of 
Magellan Penguins. 

 
DAY 5: PUERTO MADRYN 



After breakfast you will embark on a full day excursion to the Valdes Peninsula, a 
UNESCO World Heritage Site, where you will experience the true beauty and 
marine diversity that transform the area into a   veritable paradise. Observe sea 
elephants, sea lions and hundreds of marine birds, among others, on today’s 
excursion. 

 
DAY 6: PTO. MADRYN - USHUAIA 
Today you will travel by plane to Ushuaia, the southernmost capital city in the 
world. 
 
In the afternoon you will cruise the Beagle   Channel for breathtaking views of 
Ushuaia and the coastal landscape. 

 
DAY 7: USHUAIA 
A guide will accompany you as you embark on a full day excursion to Tierra del 
Fuego National Park, located just a short drive from Ushuaia.  At the park you will 
have a chance to ride the Train to the End of the World, a tourist train affording 
breathtaking views as well as a unique and unforgettable way to explore Tierra 
del Fuego. 

 
DAY 8: USHUAIA - EL CALAFATE 
Travel by plane to El Calafate, located just outside Glaciares National Park. 
Overnight in El Calafate. 

 
DAY 9: EL CALAFATE 
This morning you will join a guided excursion to the Perito Moreno Glacier, a 
World Heritage Site and an absolute must see on any trip to Argentina’s 
Patagonia. 

 
 



DAY 10: EL CALAFATE  
After breakfast you will embark on a full day’s 
navigation to the Upsala, Onelli and Spegazzini 
Glaciers. 

 
DAY 11: CALAFATE - BUENOS AIRES 
This morning you will transfer to the airport in time to catch your outbound flight.

Iguazu Falls Extension 
2 nights / 3 days 
 

DAY 1: IGUAZU FALLS 
Upon arrival a guide will greet you at the airport and transfer you to your hotel on 
the Argentine side of Iguazu Falls. 
 

DAY 2: IGUAZU FALLS 
Today you will embark on a full day guided tour to Iguazu Falls.  Enjoy the 
opportunity to walk along the upper and lower foot paths found in Iguazu 
National Park and experience the falls up close and personal.  A short ride along 
the tourist train will take you the Garganta Station and Devil’s Throat, the largest 
of the 275 waterfalls found at Iguazu National Park. 
 

DAY 3: IGUAZU FALLS 
Transfer to the airport for your outbound flight. Guests may choose to extend 
their trip into Brazil and onto Rio de Janeiro.

Salta & Argentina's Northwest  
3 nights / 4 days 
 

DAY 1: SALTA

catching contrasts with its colonial buildings juxtaposed against its modern urban 
architecture.  Highlights include the 9 de Julio Square, the Church and Monastery 
of San Francisco, the Cabildo, and San Bernardo Hill. 
 

DAY 3: SALTA 
This morning you will join a guided tour to the breathtaking Humahuaca Gorge, a 
deep fissure in the Argentine Altiplano. Visit the “Seven Colors Hill,” Tilcara, home 
to the pre-Columbian stronghold known as the Pucara of Tilcara, and the town of   
Humahuaca before returning to your hotel in Salta. 
 

DAY 4: SALTA 
Transfer to the airport in time to catch your outbound flight.

Mendoza & Wine Country  
3 nights / 4 days

wine production. Highlights include panoramic views of the city from San Martin 
Park, the Independence Square, the Civic Center and the ruins of San Francisco, to 
name a few.

This afternoon you will visit two wineries in the Maipu and Lujan Valley. Enjoy a 
wine tasting and learn about the wine making process in Argentina, the history of 
wine production in the country and more. 
 

DAY 4: MENDOZA 
Transfer to the airport in time to catch your outbound flight. Guests may choose 
to extend their trip by crossing over the    Andes into Santiago, the capital of Chile.

Bariloche & Lake Region  
3 nights / 4 days 
 
DAY 1: BARILOCHE

You will have the opportunity to admire beautiful views of Huemel Island, Nahuel 
Huapi Lake, Victoria Island, Cathedral Hill, the Llao Llao Penisula, Bahia Lopez and 
the Moreno Lake, among others, before returning to Bariloche to overnight. 
 

DAY 3: BARILOCHE 
This morning you will embark on a full day’s tour navigating the picturesque    
Nahuel Huapi Lake.  At the Peninsula Quetrihué you will visit the Arrayanes 
Woods, endemic to this area of the world, before exploring the rest of Victoria 
Island. 
 

DAY 4: BARILOCHE 
Transfer to the airport for your outbound flight or to Puerto Pañuelo for the 
Andean Lake Crossing into Chile.
